NAZARETH - TIBERIAS Visit Mt.
Tabor and the Basilica of
Transfiguration. Mt. Tabor is a Holy
Place as it was chosen by Jesus to
be the site of His Transfiguration.
Continue to Cana, where Jesus per-
formed His first miracle as He
changed water into wine. Continue
to Tiberias, and end the day with a
boat ride on the Sea of Galilee.

T}BERIAS (GALILEE) Visit the H01y
sites around the Sea of Galilee:
Tabgha, the traditional site where
Jesus fed the Multitudes with five
loaves of bread and two fish, and the
Church of the Primacy of St. Peter
on the shores of the Sea of Galilee.
Also visit Capernaum where Jesus
performed many of His miracles.

Stop in Caesarea Ph|||pp| (Bamas)
where Simon (Peter) acknowledged
Jesus as the Messiah, "You are
Christ, the Son of the living God".
(Matthew 16:16). Visit the Baptismal
site at Yardenit. Then continue to
Magdala, the birthplace of Mary
Magdalene.

- JERUSALEM Depart to Jerusaiem.
En-route visit the Church of
Beatitudes. In Jericho see Elijah's
Spring and the "Tell" (Mount) of
Jericho. Nearby Mount of
Temptation is where Jesus fasted for
forty days and forty nights after
being baptized by John the Baptist,
and where He was tempted by
Satan. Stop at the Qumran Caves
where over 900 pieces of scrolls
were found in more than 30 caves.
Arrive in Jerusalem late in the day,

HEBRON - BETHLEHEM -
JERUSALEM Stop at Solomon's
Pools en-route to Hebron. Here see
the Mamre where Abraham built an
altar to God, and where he received
the three angels who announced to

h:m that hIS wlfe Sara would have a
son (Genesis 18:10). See the cave
of Mechpelah at Abraham's Mosque
- the burial place of Abraham, Sarah,
Isaac, Rebecca, Jacob and Leah.
Continue to Bethlehem to visit the
Church of the Nativity. Nearby is
Shepherds' Field, where the angels
announced the birth of Jesus. In
Jerusalem visit the Mount of Olives:
the Chapel of Ascension and the
Carmelite convent of Pater Noster.
Enjoy the fantastic view of the Old
City, Kidron Valley and the Jewish
Cemetery. Descend to the Garden
of Gethsemane, where Jesus spent
His last days.

JERUSALEM Begin your in-depth

journey of the Eternal City. Enter
through the Dung Gate (Refuse
Gate in Hebrew); see the Western
Wall of the Temple Mount (Wailing
Wall), the holiest Jewish site. Visit
the Muslim shrines of the Dome of
the Rock, and Al-Agsa Mosque, the
third-holiest mosque in the Muslim
world. Near St. Stephen's Gate
(Lion Gate) visit the Church of St.
Anne where, according to tradition,

the Virgin was born. See the Pools
of Bethesda where Jesus performed
the healing of a cripple. Walk by the
Chapel of Flagellation, Pilate's
Judgement Hall, and the Ecco
Homo (Behold the Man) Arch. Trace
the Via Dolorosa (the Way of the
Cross) to the Church of the Holy
Sepulchre, the holiest shrine in all of
Christendom.  Outside the Old
(walled) City of Jerusalem, see the
Garden Tomb, an area of much
debate. In New Jerusalem drive by
the impressive Knesset Building, the
Hebrew University and the Second
Temple Period Model, a huge open-
air scale model of Jerusalem as it
existed 2000 years ago. Stop in Ein
Karem, birth place of John the
Bpaptist.

BETHANY - WADI (VALLEY) EL-
KELT - JERUSALEM Visit the
Church of Lazarus in Bethany.
Continue through the Judean Desert
to the Monastery of Wadi El-Kelt.
Free afternoon in Jerusalem.
